B. Typical year assessment(s): The APT tool was used and created a graph and table called “Antecedent
Precipitation v Normal Range based on NOAA'’s Daily Global Historical Climatology Network”, attached.
The first observation date was the date of the field data collection, September 4, 2020. The periodic range
was the 30-day period preceeding the observation date. The geographic range included weather stations
within 30 miles of where the review area is located. The wetness conditions of the site date September 4,
