Alaska District Accident Reporting Summary


Immediately report ALL accidents (telephonically or other) and follow up with a written Immediate Report of Accident, POD Form 265-R, within 24 hours.  (ALL accidents)
Recordable accidents require an ENG Form 3394 within 10 days to the District Safety Office and typically within 5 days to the Area Office to allow time for review, processing and forwarding to the safety office.   FOR COE USE ONLY: A PAN (Preliminary Accident Notification) entry in the EngLink Accident Reporting System is due no earlier or later than 5+1 days.             
What is a USACE recordable accident?  Any accident or illness that results in medical treatment beyond first aid, restricted work days or job transfer, lost work days,  loss of consciousness, death, the diagnosis of a significant injury or illness, or property damage of $2,000 or more.  OSHA defines first aid as follows:
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
