Two Procedures to Obtain Directory Tree
Graphically displays the directory structure of a path or of the disk in a drive. 

tree [drive:][path] [/f] [/a] 

Parameters 
drive: 

Specifies the drive that contains the disk for which you want to display the directory structure. 

path 

Specifies the directory for which you want to display the directory structure. 

/f 

Displays the names of the files in each directory. 

/a 

Specifies that tree is to use text characters instead of graphic characters to show the lines linking subdirectories. 

Below you will find two different ways to get directory trees to a text file so you may view or print them.

Procedure 1 (Use this procedure to get all tree file names in all directories: see /f above)
	What you do
	How to do it

	1. Open command prompt
	Click Start, click Run, type in cmd in box, click OK.

	2. Enter the tree command (shaded above) after whatever drive letter you get when command prompt opens. Use either one or both of the parameters above (shaded aboue). Redirect [>] the results to wherever you want.
	[sample] tree c:\ /f >c:\test.txt

NOTE: Put spaces between tree command, drive/path, parameters, and redirect.

	3. Go to file location and open text file.
	Print file if you want


Procedure 2 (Use this procedure to get files and subdirectories, but not files in subdirectories)
	What you do
	How to do it

	1. Open command prompt and go to desired drive
	Click Start, click Run, type in cmd in box, click OK

	2. Use cd command to go to directory you want
	[sample] cd c:\ve\new files from Moon

	3. Using dir command, redirect [>] to any drive location
	dir >c:\x.txt (x stands for any label)

	4. Go to file location and open text file
	Print file if you want
