Alaska District wins two national level Air Force awards 
ANCHORAGE – The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Alaska District, received two national level awards from the United States Air Force in a ceremony in Washington, D.C. on August 3. The Alaska District competed with federal design and construction agencies throughout the world for these awards. 

The Alaska District won the Design Through Construction Agent of the Year award for delivering the Pacific Air Forces’ program on time, in excess of the quality required, and within cost. The District was cited for awarding Air Force military construction projects totaling $97 million and executing a design workload worth $188 million. 

At the same ceremony, the Alaska District received an Honor Award in Landscape Architecture as the design agent for the dormitory campus project on Elmendorf Air Force Base. Sharing this award with the Corps of Engineers were Charles Bettisworth and Company, Inc., the design organization; Watterson Construction Co., the design-build contractor; Pacific Air Forces, the using command; and Elmendorf’s 3rd Civil Engineer Squadron, the base engineering organization.

Air Force Maj. Gen. Delwyn R. Eulberg presented the Design Through Construction award to the Alaska District’s Commander Col. Kevin J. Wilson. Senator Lisa Murkowski presented the Honor Award to Col. Wilson and members of his project delivery team. The U.S. Air Force design awards program was created 31 years ago to recognize and promote design excellence.
