Alaska Regional Ports Conference set for Jan. 10-11 in Anchorage
ANCHORAGE – The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers will host an Alaska Regional Ports Conference Jan. 10-11, 2008, at the Hotel Captain Cook in Anchorage. 

Participants will discuss opportunities to enhance Alaska’s global role, particularly with regard to opening a northern route through Bering Straits and Chukchi Sea to the arctic and the great circle route from the orient through the Aleutian Islands to the United States’ west coast. The conference goal is to share long term visions of water resource usage and navigation and to develop partnerships necessary to meet water development and transportation needs.  
After initial presentations, panelists will share their vision for the future, followed by a brief question and answer period.  Panel discussions will conclude with conference participants responding to presentations in break-out groups and then providing feedback to all participants.  At the conclusion of the second day, panelists will discuss what steps are needed to achieve the long-term vision.   A synopsis of the conference will be provided to all participants. 

A working lunch is planned for both conference days. Box lunches can be purchased from the Hotel Captain Cook for $12.50 if they are reserved in advance with the Corps of Engineers.
