ARMY SEEKS MORE OFF-POST HOUSING FOR SOLDIER FAMILIES
FAIRBANKS – To meet a growing demand for housing to accommodate Fort Wainwright-based Soldiers, the Real Estate Office for the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers – Alaska District has teamed with the post's Housing Office to secure an additional 50 residential leases within the local community.  
Since July 2006, the Army has established rental agreements for 100 properties in the area surrounding the military installation.

“We still need the public’s help to provide housing for our Soldiers and their families when they arrive in Alaska,” said Veronica Hiriams, deputy chief of the Real Estate Office for the Alaska District.  “If people have housing available for rent, we would like to hear from them immediately.”
Hiriams is asking for assistance from real estate agents familiar with the Fairbanks and North Pole housing markets to track down leads as well.
In its search for suitable housing, the Army is interested in a variety of building designs that are located within commuting distance of Fort Wainwright.  Potential structures include three- and four-bedroom, single-family homes, townhouses, duplexes, apartments and other configurations.  At this time, log cabins, mobile homes and trailers are not eligible for consideration through the program.  
According to Hiriams, the Army is utilizing a short-term, domestic leasing program as an interim fix while new facilities are being constructed on the installation.

“This is a win-win situation for both our Army families and residential landlords interested in acquiring leaseholds for up to two years,” she said.
Realtors or owners of property that appears to meet the Army’s housing criteria, may call 1-866-742-2445, ext. 2850.  A representative will assist them though the process to ensure that quality housing is provided to Soldiers and their families.   
“The community has always been supportive of our troops and I’m sure folks will respond to this request for assistance accordingly,” Hiriams said.
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
