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Release No. 07-005 
Corps denies permit for residential development 
at Herring Cove, near Ketchikan
ANCHORAGE – The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Alaska District, has denied an application for a Department of the Army permit to construct two residential structures and a driveway/parking area at Herring Cove near Ketchikan.  The proposal included the discharge of fill material in waters of the US and was denied because there were less environmentally damaging practicable alternative sites available. 
After a thorough evaluation of the application and comments received from individuals, organizations and Federal and State resource agencies, Col. Kevin J. Wilson, Alaska District Commander, determined the proposed project was not consistent with applicable laws and regulations.
  “After evaluation of all comments received from the various agencies, organizations, and individuals, I have determined that issuance of this particular permit [application] would not be in the public interest,” said Col. Wilson. The Corps also determined that the proposal would not comply with the Section 404(b)(1) Guidelines to the Clean Water Act.   
In addition to the proposed residential structures, the applicant proposed to relocate an existing 50-foot wide pubic access easement which currently exists on the tidelands to a driveway/parking area for the residences.
