Corps of Engineers awards large contract
ANCHORAGE – The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Alaska District, awarded a Multiple Award Task Order (MATOC) contract worth up to $630 million to six contractors on July 27. The contract is for three years with an option for a two year extension. This is the largest acquisition that the Alaska District has ever conducted.

The six firms are Alutiiq International Solutions, LLC; Bristol Design Build Services, LLC; Chugach Government Services, Inc.; CH2M Hill Facilities & Infrastructure, Inc.; Watterson/Davis (JV); and Unit Company. Three firms, Alutiiq, Bristol, and Chugach are 8(a) small disadvantaged businesses. In selecting these six firms, the Corps evaluated a total of eleven proposals, which were submitted by interested contractors. These six companies have now won the right to compete against each other for future Task Orders placed under the MATOC contract by the Corps.

There are numerous advantages for both the Corps and industry when utilizing this type of contracting instrument. Because a thorough evaluation is conducted in the selection of MATOC firms, the processing of individual Task Orders under the MATOC is streamlined, which saves both the government and industry time and money. Further, the Alaska District has historically enjoyed higher levels of competition on the MATOC than on other methods of acquisition for similar projects. The anticipated minimum value of Task Orders placed against the MATOC will be a $5 million with a maximum of $105 million; however, most Task Orders will be valued between $10 million and $25 million. The total of all individual MATOC projects awarded over the contract’s life cannot exceed $630 million.

When the Alaska District requested proposals for the MATOC contract, the agency followed the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), which contains specific requirements for soliciting, evaluating, and awarding contracts. The FAR applies to work contracted by the Corps throughout the nation, as well as all other Federal acquisition activities.  

This is the Alaska District’s second MATOC contract. The first one was awarded in 2002 and was highly successful with all $400 million in capacity utilized. This MATOC award represents only a fraction of the contracts that the Alaska District plans to award in executing its mission in Alaska so other opportunities are plentiful.
