Corps of Engineers plans to proceed with MATOC
in a manner consistent with GAO guidance
The Government Accountability Office (GAO) sustained the small business protests on the Multiple Award Task Order Contract (MATOC) on November 15th. The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Alaska District, will continue its contracting process in a manner consistent with the GAO’s recommendations. The Corps views this contract vehicle as important for its military construction program and anticipates resolving this matter within the next two months.
Because the timing of these protests had the possibility of impacting the District’s military construction mission, the District proactively developed alternative strategies to solicit and award contracts for its current year mission that were originally intended to be executed via the MATOC, according to Col. Kevin J. Wilson, Alaska District commander.
Those projects that the District intended to execute this year with competition from all six awardees under the MATOC will now be executed via Full and Open competition and those that the District intended to reserve for competition among only the small business on the MATOC will now be executed via a set aside competition for all small disadvantaged businesses. 

No adverse impact to the execution of the District’s military construction mission is expected.   

The Alaska District had awarded the MATOC on July 27th to six firms, three large businesses and three small businesses. The Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), which governs how the Alaska District conducts procurement actions, allows unsuccessful, interested parties to either protest to the agency or to the Government Accountability Office (GAO) when they believe the Government was in error in making an award. Two small business protests were filed with the GAO.
