Corps suspends permit for Rock Creek Mine
ANCHORAGE – The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Alaska District, suspended a permit for the Rock Creek Mine Project on Dec. 6.  

This action was taken in response to a lawsuit filed in U.S. District Court by the Trustees for Alaska and the Western Mining Action Project.  The suspension will protect the public interest while the Corps ensures that the permit evaluation and decision document are consistent with applicable laws and regulations.   
On Aug. 21, the Corps issued a permit to the Alaska Gold Company for construction of the Rock Creek and Big Hurrah mine projects on the Seward Peninsula near Nome.  It authorized the placement of approximately 13.7 million cubic yards of fill material in 414.5 acres of wetlands. 

Based on information provided by the permit applicant, and in coordination with the State of Alaska’s Large Mine Team, the Corps reached a “finding of no significant impact” in its environmental assessment.
