After reviewing and revising the record of decision on the Kensington Gold Mine Project, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Alaska District, reinstated permits to Coeur Alaska, Inc. and Goldbelt Incorporated on the evening 
 of March 29.  
     These permits were issued in 2005, but were suspended following the filing of a lawsuit by the Southeast Alaska Conservation Council.  The permits will allow the construction of docks at Slate Creek Cove and Cascade Point, as well as the discharge of mine tailings into Lower Slate Lake.
